Atonic Energy Commission, JRD3, the Air Force Scientific Advisory Oroup,
NACA, and the RAND and NZPA projects for comments and recormerdations,
with a preliminary revort to be forwarded within 15 days.of receipt of
the data and a dalailed report thereafter every 30 days as ths investi~
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gation develops. A complete interchange of data should be effected.
